Easement tracking:
e (Can the Co Recorder forward all recorded easements to the Co Surveyor, as
with plats? — Greg — NO; each entity should return documents to the Co Surveyor
e  Will the Co Surveyor create the data for these non-platted easements? And
what can be done with data for WD and other non-government entities? — Jim —
YES; as long as workload permits, Co will create all data

Historic easements (prior to 2009):
e Entities will have to create data themselves
e Recommend following the data guidelines set for “future data”
