Prior Lake's Coal Tar Sealant Ban Part of Growing National Trend 
The Prior Lake City Council approved an ordinance banning the use of coal tar-based asphalt sealers on Monday, April 18. The 
MPCA and recent studies show prolonged exposure to such sealers – the byproduct of coal burning – is a potential cancer risk to 
humans. The presence of PAHs in coal tar can double the costs of storm water maintenance and banning it makes the City eligible 
for grants to clean up contaminated soils. Prior Lake’s ban prohibits the use and sale of sealer products containing undiluted coal 
tar. There are basically two kinds of sealers on the market: coal tar-based and asphalt-based. Prior Lake is mentioned in this 
National News Story on the banning of coal tar sealants.
